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Abstract

A review of the literature indicates that
children’ s df-concept is closdly related to
their classroom behavior, persondity
development, academic mativation and
achievement. Moreover, children’ s
sdf-concept is strongly influenced by ther
“dgnificant others’. Since teachers serve
as“ggnificant others’ to their students,
teacher criticism carries much weight in
children’ s mind. However, it remains
unclear to what extent and in what ways
teacher criticiam may affect children’ s
sdf-concept in eementary schoals.

To facilitate our understanding in this regard,
this study isintended to explore the
relationship of teacher criticism to

children’ s sdf-concept in dementary
schools. Both qudlitative and quantitative
methods are employed to collect various
types of datafor andyss.

Thefindings of the study indicate that
teacher criticism toward children variesin
accordance with children’ s behavior and
achievement. Children with varied
behavior and achievement tend to differ
ggnificantly in ther perceptions of the
quaity of teacher criticism. Children’ s
sdf-concept gppears to be sgnificantly
related to the quality of teacher criticiam.
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
