2. CITATION

of citations. To ensure that such source attributions are captured for socia science
bibliographic utilities, citations must appear in bibliographic footnotes or in the
reference section of publicatiors. Four examples are:

a. The citation for a public release file of TEPS student data, collected in 2001
and released in 2003, is:

Chang, Ly-yun. 2003. Taiwan Education Panel Survey: Base Year (2001) student Data
[public release computer file]. Center for Survey Research, Academia Sinica [producer,
distributor].

In addition to the bibliographic citation, users should describe in the main text or
a footnote the version specific name of the TEPS data file used.

3. REQUEST FOR INFORMATION ON USE OF TEPS
RESOURCES

To provide funding agencies with essential information about use of archival
resources and to facilitate the flow of information among researchers, users of TEPS
data are requested to send complete bibliographic citation to Center for Survey
Research, Academia Sinica, for each completed manuscript (including thess,
technical report, conference paper, journal article, book chapter, or monograph).
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
