can take Proper measures based on the survey results toward the final goals.

' The family income "and expenditure “su‘rvéy‘ mTarwarl Af‘e“d‘ ‘has" ‘b‘eén conducted
.since 1964. It was held every other year’ smce “1966 by the Department of Budget
Accounting and Statrstlcs of . Talwan Provrncral Government However -as Taipei
City. Government came under -the 1mmed1ate Jur' ‘diCtion of Executrve Yuan in' 1970,
the survey has since been conducted separately both by the Departments of - Budget
Accounting 'and Statlstlcs of Taiwan Provmcral Government and Ta1pe1 City Government
every year. The survey employs 1nterv1eW1ng and bookkeepmg method as well. Hou— ‘
seholds for 1nterv1ewmg are drawn by stratrfled two stages random samplmg, part of‘

these samples are selected for bookkeepmg survey at the same trme. “

The interviewing sample households are interviewed once every year 'by  the
interviewer to enumerate the major items of income and expenditure of the year.
However, more detarled items of income and expendrtures are taken from the data
provided by bookkeepmg sample households Who ‘make daily entnes of actual family
receipts and expendrtures in addition to bemg interviewed. Dur1ng the survey penod,‘
‘the 1nterv1ewer checks da11y the accountmg book of the bookkeepmg household to.
prevent error or omlssmn Therefore, bookkeepmg survey is certamly more accurate
than 1nterv1ew survey, due to the llmrts of 1nterv1ewee S memory Yet bookkeepmg
‘survey also’ consumes more effort and expenses. Only part of ‘the samples can be
surveyed by both methods to compare ‘the results for the verification of mtervrewmg

survey result.

Since the Bureau of Statistics is in charge of the summarization and compilation
of the survey, it unified all survey items and definitions in 1974 according to the latest
national account system of the United Nations to avoid survey discrepancies between

Taipei City Government and Taiwan Provincial Government.



The survey results are published every year to facilitate assessement of personal
income distribution in Taiwan Area. The report of 1977 contains not only data on
personal income distribution, but survey plan, definitions, calculation formula, test of

statistical error are also covered.

To improve the survey functioning, any suggestion and recommendation will be
welcomed and appreciated.

Survey Project and Definitions

1. Survey Project of Personal Income Distribution

In order to provide detailed information of family income and expenditure in Taiwan

Area for studying the distributions of personal income, consumption and saving as

well as the patterns of income, consumptxon and saving, DGBAS has conducted a

survey on personal income distribution according to Artlcle 3 of Statistical Law and

Item 5 of Article 5 of the DGBAS Organization Act.

2. Measurement of Sampling Errors o .
The purpose of the survey is to e;tlmate the population StatIStICS Geﬁerally,
sample mean is considered as an unbiased estimator of the population mean. Since
the result of survey may be affected by sampling, we take the sampling errors into
"consideration. u-‘ c
In this survey, the average available income per. household reached NT §130,830 in
1977 in Taiwan Area. The coefficient of variance for the survey was 3.51%. Thus, the

average available income per household was between NT $1213830 and NT $139,830
under 5% of significance level. (Y +1.96 ¢y).

The average final consumption expenditure per household" is counted at NT$104,640.
Its coefficient of variance was 3.67%. Therefore, the average annual final consumption

expenditure was between NT $97,114 and NT $112, 167 under the significance level of . 5%
in Taiwan Area. (Table 1)

The nature of the sample representation can be examined by %2 test. Under a certain
significance level, if the %2 value is over a certain critical value, it indicates that the
structure of the sample is quite different from that of population. In this survey, the 52 value
of final consumption expenditure was 12,9109 under the critical value at 5% of significance‘
level, therefore, we concluded that the sample has the same structure as that of the
population. (Table 2)

Comparing the x? values of final consumption expenditure by socio-economic status of
houseﬁold heads, we found that x? value of other group ranked the fifst, reaching
9.4065, non-agricultural own-account workers was the smallest, with 0.2192. (Table 3)

In terms of ten equal divisibns of income, x? value of both groups of high income
and’ low income are very sxgmfxcant Espec1ally, the x? value for the 10th division is

as Ingh as 8.4649, Whlle the x2? value of the middle income group are not 51gn1f1cant.

Changes of Personal Income Distribution in Taiwan Area

I Meahing and Origins of Personal Income »

Personal income— The total amount of households income throughout the country. It
can be classified into four groups by origin:

1. Wages, and salaries including salaries, wages, rations, allowances and other earnings
through services and productive activities. ‘ o

>2.Y Property income, including interests, d1v1dends and net rents and ‘it‘)y‘alties‘.

3. Transfer income, including receipts of relief, subsidies and grants from thé govern-
ment, enterprises and the rest of the world to families. ‘ -

4. Mixed income, which is the surplus of family enterprises, such as farm households
and proprietors of small factories engaged in producnve ‘activities without payment,
includes salaries, wages and propertj income incapable of being ‘separated.

Personal available income is the personal income minus direct taxes and transfer
payments. In other word, it is the summation of ‘family coﬁsumption eXperﬁdittife and
family savings. The analysis of income distfibution in this report is. based on personal “

available income.

II. Purpose of Income Distribution Statistics

To equalize income distribution is the major step toward a society of stability and
welfare, where the income distribution tends to be equal, and per capita personal income
is rising up simultaneously. Only thfougfx economic development can personal income
be increased and the standard of living be improved. In poor countries, at the early
stage of economic development, the economy is emphasized in labor intensive industties,
which can quickly increase the employment. Thus the income of low-income households
from wage and salary increases rapidly with a tendency of narrowing the gap between
the poor and the rich.

However, as the economy is developed to a certain extent, investments are switched
to capital-intensive industrieé due to labor force shortage. Accompanied by the increase
in percentage of property income, personal income "will be centralized more rapid"l‘y‘

which tend to widen the” gép between thepoor and the rich. To prevent the tendency
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to centralized income, adequate policies should be employed, so that prosperity - and
wealth can bz shared by all the people rather than enjoyed by the minority.

The purpose of income distribution statistics is to observe the trénds of personal
income -and the changes in income level. It gives reference to the government in policy
-making-for economic development and income distribution. Therefore, the statistics of

pexsonal-income distribution -become more and more important, .
III. Basic Data,;gaild Survey Method

In countries with a sound direct tax system, the direct tax data are: often used as
the basis of statistics. But due to the mcompleteness of direct tax data a majority of
countries; such as the Republic. of .China, ar¢ collecting the 1nf0rmat1on of family income

and expeaditure survey .as the basis of personal income statistics.
1. Histery

A systematic sampling survey of family income _and expex_ldi‘ture in Taiwan Area
was started in 1964, followed by three stages:
The first stage—(1964-1970)
The Family Income and Expenditure  Survey was made every other year in this
period, with a sampling fraction of 0.13%—0.16%.
The second stage—(1972-1974)
- The Family Income and Expenditure Survey was conducted annually and the fraction
1s 0.18%.
The third stage—(since 1975)

The interviewed sample household was visited once every year by an interviewer

to enumerate the main items of income and expenditure during the year, the detailed

items of income and expenditure” were estimated from the data of bookkeeping sample
households. In addition to'interviewing, the bookkeeping sample ‘ho‘ﬁt\;’eholds‘ should make
daily-‘entries of actual - receipts and »ex‘pen'diture, and the interviewer must check the
‘accounting book daily to "“prevent any errors or missings.. Limited: by memorial errors
‘and ornissions; the interview survey is.less accurate than th‘e‘bookké"e.ping survey, but the
implementation of bookkeeping:survey takes more labor and expehses than the interview
survey. Therefore, part of the samples is surveyed by both methods to compare the

results of both methods for the ‘verification of results of interview survey.
_IV. Estimate thg,D‘egr'_l"e‘e of Inequality ’vof" Income Distribui:iox_l

In any country at any peried, the income distribution will never be on a completely
equal status, the differences’ of income distribution are usually measured by the following

methods:
1. Five divisions of equal number of households -

All the households in Taiwan Area were rearranged from the lowest income
household to the highest one. Then divided into five equal divisions of households according
to income, each division occupies 209 of total number . of households. That 1is, the
first division was the omne with the lowest income households, the fifth division with

the highest income households.

2. Lorenz Curve

All the families- are classified into ten (or more ‘than ten) divisions of equal
households ordered by income from the lowest to the highest; then a graph is plotted
with the accumlated income of various divisions in percentages against the accumulated
number of households of various divisioﬁs in percentages, in Which the diagonal indicates
a completely equal income dlstrlbutmn status and the arc curve is the Lorenz Curve. If
"the income dlstnbutmn is noton an equal bas1s the Lorenz Curve will apparently fall

below the d1agonal The distance Bet’\»ve"en the curve and the d1agonal is used to measure
the degree of inequality in income distribution. The longer the distance, the higher is

2. Changes in personal income structure -

The personal income consists of the income from wages and salar‘ies“(in_ cash and in
kind), ‘property -income, :mixed income and -?tijaﬁs‘fer’receipts. In 1964 the wages and
salaries amounted to 42.81% of the total personal income, and then increased year by
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year reaching 59.48% in 1976 and rcse slightly to 60.59% in 1977; property income
increased from 8.32% in 1964 to 9.18% in 1977 with slower rate of increase than that of

the wages and salaries. The mixed income amounted to 44.67% in 1964 but then
dropped gradually to 24.87% in 1977. As for the transfer receipts, it tended to Tisé

first and then drop gradually, accounting for 4.20% in 1964, 5.36% in 1977.

Those with large amount of property income often become the high-income families.

The faster the increase in property income, the more the personal income distribution
tends to be unequal, because those depending mainly on wages and salaries mostly are

low-income families. Therefore, the faster the increase in wages and salaries the more

the equality of income distribution will be promoted. In the last decade, the personal
income of the Republic of China increased year by year in accordance with the rapid
econmic growth, and the increase in wages and salaries was much faster then that of
property income. This was the major factor in equalizing the income distribution

gradually.

In the past, owing to the rapid development of labor-intensive industries, large

quantities of excess labourers, namely, the unemployed or hiddenly unemployed labourers
of low.income families were absorbed. Although the average wage rate was low, the

number of employed increased rapidly, as a result, and the increase in wages and salaries
for these years was more rapid than that of property income. Therefore, the increase rate
in income of low-income families exceeded that of high-income families and the gap
between the poor and the rich gradually narrowed. Héwever, the economic development
finally will march toward the capital intensive and technique-intensive industries in the

future, the mushrooming of large capital enterprises is unavoidable, and the increase in
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property income will be accelerated. To avoid impairing the tendency of income
distribution equality, the high . centralization of capital: and .properties must be
restricted. - ‘

(3) Average income per capita: The average income per capita of towns was 74%

of that of cities in 1977, which was as same as that in 1976, However, the
average income per caplta of villages was 61% of that of cities in 1977 it
dropped slightly than that in 1976. The data showed that average income per capita

(4) Comparison of personal income distribution: If all households in cities, towns

and villages were separately divided into fire divisions of equal households, the
income of the highest income division was 3.79 folds of that of the lowest
income division in the cities, while the ratios were 3.86 folds and 4.14 {olds
in towns and villages respectively. Therefore, we concluded that the income
distribution tended to be more unequal in rural areas. (See Table 10) -

In the period of 1964-1970, the‘average income per person of mon-farm household
went up by 45,62% while that of farm household increased by 18.02%. The rapid
increase in non-farm household’s income widened the income gap between farm and
non-farm hovilseholds. However, farm household’s income has increased faster than non-
farm household’s income ever since 1970. However, in 1977, the income growth of farm
household slowed down again to 9,59% while that of non—farm housechold reached.17.99%;.
From 1970 to 1977, farm household’s income rised by 261.48% while it was 225.229%
of non-farm household’s income, Tha"é was the 1"esu1t of rapid industrial development
which created jobs for unemployed farm labor. Farm household’s income from non-
agriculture employment increased accordingly. The_income‘ gap was therefore narrowed.

The main source of farm household’s income was mixgd income while that of non-

farm household’s was wages and salaries, However, wages and salaries income of farm
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household is in the trend of increasing due to - that the factories are spreading out to

the rural areas. . o o

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VIL. Conclusion

Gini coefficient is widely used by many countries to test the degree of equality in
income distribution. During the past years, the value of Gini coefficient in Taiwan was
decreasing. It reached 0.307 in 1976 but jumped slightly to 0.311in 1977. Yet it was still
much lower than that of many countries. However, it has almost reached the lowest
point, higher value of Gini coefficient in Taiwan in the years to come is expected.

: ‘To assess personal income distribution in the Taiwan Age'a by sectors, the income
distribution in sectors especially in rural areas is less equalized than the overall
income distribution. It is the government’s goal to equalize income distribution. Therefore,
enterprises are encouraged to spread out their factories to the rural areas to employ
more people in the country side, Besides, the government offers professional training

program to encouzage non-technical workers transfer into more technical works.
