III. Guideline for data validation and usage

The column widths of variable label and value description in the STATA are
limited to 80 and 40 bytes, respectively, so the STATA dataset shows only the first

80 bytes as variable label, and the first 40 bytes as value description.

Datasets and the reports have different variables: town and native. After

confirming them, please prioritize the datasets.

In Individual/Household Digital Difference Survey statistics weighting in 2004, in

the personal items, “wl (national population)” needs to serve as weighting

numbers; in the household items, “w3 (national household)” needs to serve as

weighting numbers; when estimating the recent digital use among the aboriginals,

use “abo_w (aboriginal corrcetion weighting)” as the weighting variable.

CSR has checked wild codes and out-of-range values, to validate and clean data.

There is no doubt about data accuracy after the validation.
